Optimum design:

"And God saw everything that he had made, and, behold, it was very
good.” Genesis 1 :31.
The Fibonacci numbers (1,1,2,3,5,8,13,21...) and golden section

(.618... and 1.618...) are related to optimum efficiency and most pleasing
proportions.
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SOME OF THE "CLASSIC" PROPORTIONS: A person eight times as
tall as the head, with many .618 or golden section" proportions... For
further research, a person can look up “Fibonacci numbers" and "golden
section" in a library or on the internet.

Optimum music, art, sculpture, and architecture down through history
have often used Fibonacci numbers and golden section. The ancient
Greeks built statues of their racial ideals. The Christian church in the
middle ages built some of its cathedrals using golden section
proportions...

“... French anthropologist turned personnel consultant. For fifteen years,
Viard has measured up prospective engineers for Telemecanique Electrique
of Nanterre. His method (95 per cent accurate, claims his satisfied client) is
based on the Euclid ratio... This ratio is approximately 1/.618... the 'golden’
proportions so that 1/.618 = 1.618/1.*

"CENTER OF | NTEREST: Artists and architects in early Greece and
Rome used the 'golden’ relationship to locate the point of interest in a
painting and for judging the most elegant proportions for a building. Dr. Viard
has found he can get a pretty good idea of a potential employee’s worth to a
company by using the same classic ratio.

“... the length of a man's thumb... should also be the height of his ear, as
well as the distance from the underside of his nose to the base of his chin.
The lower joint in the thumb has to be .618 of the length of the thumb, and so
should the orifice in the ear in relation to the height of the ear... if the distance
from the feet to the navel is 1, the distance from the navel to the top of the
head must be .618..."

“* A ratio that is related to the Fibonacci series, a set of numbers,
1,1,2,3,5,8,13, etc., in which each number is the sum of its two predecessors.
The ratios of the adjacent terms of the series tend toward the value .618."

DEFINITIONS:

THE “LOVE-BOMB”
IN NATURE

THE BIBLE: “God is love”, and God is an explosion from which “heaven and

earth are blown away”, and putting these two together gives us the phrase “love-
bomb”. Is there anything similar in nature?

THE MANDELBROT SET: The most complicated equation and geometric
pattern ever discovered, and central to much of natural reality, is shaped like a
heart with a circle below it, a “circle of love”, if a person has an over-active
imagination, and similar to the phrase “God is love”, by amazing coincidence.

GLOBAL SCALAR THEORY: Is a somewhat complex subject, but includes
the concept that much of material reality follows the patterns of an explosive
“shock wave”, as in the clustering of prime numbers. A typical phrase pulled at
random off the internet is, “Moreover, gravitational waves, and even shock ones,
can exist...”

THE “LOVE-BOMB” IN NATURE: Combining the circle and heart shape of the

Mandelbrot set with the explosive shock waves of global scalar theory, with an active
imagination, also gives us a “love-bomb” pattern, similar to the Bible...
